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Chief Schott informed the Board that Officer Bradley Shup resigned from the department due to other commitments.  Chief Schott will begin a search to hire a new part-time officer.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Tom Reidnauer to accept Officer Shup’s resignation.  Motion carried.

Chief Schott requested approval to promote Corporal Viola to the position of Sergeant and to promote Officer Babb to the position of Corporal.  He stated that it has been a pleasure to work with each of these fine Officers for ten years.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Thomas Herb to promote Corporal Viola to the position of Sergeant.  Motion carried.  Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by Tom Reidnauer to promote Officer Babb to the position of Corporal.  Motion carried.  
ROAD MASTER’S REPORT

Road Master Sands submitted a thank you card received from a Township resident for a job well done on keeping the roads clear during the winter months.
CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER’S REPORT

Concerning the storage of vehicles issue on Mike Rhoads property on Route 100, CEO Stauffer submitted a copy of a certified letter and Enforcement Notice sent to Mr. Rhoads on January 13, 2010.  The letter was picked up on the 14th and it appears he is rapidly removing the vehicles.
Concerning the parking issue on Village Drive, several Commissioners visited the area making note of the vehicles parked along the Drive.  The Board discussed a decision on restricting parking on one side as well as the cost of signs and whether or not the Ordinance allows for a restriction of parking.  Attorney Karver stated the Traffic Ordinance allows for an experimental time to allow residents to become accustom to a change.  Motion by Tom Reidnauer and seconded by William Spade to adopt a regulation of no parking on one side of Village Drive, the side to be determined by Roadmaster Sands.  Motion carried.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT

Solicitor Karver prepared and submitted for approval Resolution #01-07-10 which will formally reject the Mest subdivision plan as per instructions from the Board at the last meeting.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Thomas Herb to approval Resolution #01-07-10 Mest Property Subdivision Plan Rejection of Plan.  Motion carried.
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Additionally, Solicitor Karver informed the Commissioners that he received from Attorney Parish the complaint to sign to quash the current complaint from Curtis Rader.  February 16, 2010 is the court date to address this issue along with an order that Mr. Rader pay attorney fees and no further complaints from him will be accepted by the court. 
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Engineer Sartor submitted a letter informing the Board that Gilmore & associated reviewed the January 4, 2010 escrow release request submitted by Fred Beans Ford and recommends the release of $115,955.77 in escrow.  He asked that the Board execute the Certification of Completion for Escrow Release No. 1.  Motion by Thomas Herb and seconded by Linwood Bartman to authorize the escrow release of $115,955.77 for Fred Beans Ford and execution of the Certificate of Completion for Escrow Release No. 1.  Motion carried.
COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT

Nothing submitted at this time.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Manager Conrad submitted the pension plans audit reports received from the Auditor General for review.  There were no questions from the Board.
Manager Conrad informed the Board that the Township received the required payment of $500.00 and the signed agreement from the Church of God is ready for approval.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Tom Reidnauer to authorized President Gamler to sign the Church of God agreement.  Motion carried.
Manager Conrad informed the Commissioners that Barry Baus donated his time at the Fall Festival in Boyertown and also had $70.00 of expenses.  She requested approval for payment to Mr. Baus.  Motion by Thomas Herb and seconded by Tom Reidnauer to reimburse Mr. Baus $100.00 for his time and expenses.  Motion carried.  President Gamler thanked Mr. Baus, who was in attendance, for his help with this event.  Mr. Baus thanked the Board for the reimbursement and also informed them that there were some issues with children taking huge chances jumping off the wagon and hay stacks and he feared for their safety.  President Gamler said he will be sure to address this at next year’s event due to liability.
There was discussion concerning the Joint Municipal Planning Commission Resolution that needs to be approved which appoints three members each from Colebrookdale and Pike Township and the Borough of Boyertown.  Manager Karver noted that the volunteers from Colebrookdale are William Spade, Ralph Vitelli and Gretchen Lea.  Solicitor Karver will research whether an Ordinance also needs to be adopted and will have it ready to advertise then approve at the second Commissioner’s meeting in February.
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Manager Conrad submitted bridge inspection reports received from STV for Cleaver School Road and Schlegel Road.  The Board discussed the reports along with reports received last summer and asked Manager Conrad to give the Board copies of those reports at the next meeting and arrange for representatives from STV to attend the meeting.
Manager Conrad informed the Board that the Township received the signed Intergovernmental Cooperation Agreement – Boyertown Area Emergency Management from the Borough of Boyertown.  This was approved by the Board and sent to Boyertown for their signatures last July.  Manager Conrad asked for a motion to approve the appointment of Allen Stauffer, Bruce Sands, Lloyd Wary and Matthew Rothermel to service on the committee for Colebrookdale Township.
Motion by William Spade and seconded by Tom Reidnauer to appoint Allen Stauffer, Bruce Sands, Lloyd Wary and Matthew Rothermel to service on the Emergency Management Council committee for Colebrookdale Township.  Motion carried.

John & Linda Leffel Annexation Plan – 907 Ironstone Drive


December 14, 2009 plans were sent to BC Planning Commission for review.  
January 8, 2010 the Township received the Berks County Planning 
Commission’s review letter.  Manager Conrad noted the legal descriptions 
have been reviewed as well.  Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded 
by William Spade to approve and sign the plan.  Motion carried.

Spring Creek Commons Subdivision – Preliminary – Spring Garden Drive


No new communication received.  The review period for the plan is to expire 
on June 8, 2010.  No action was taken by the Board.


Colebrookdale Woods Development – State Route 73

September 10, 2009 Township sent letter to owner and developer requesting 
payment of invoices and notification that reviews are discontinued until 
payment received.  October 1 received letter from BMMA concerning Surety 
Bonds.  No action was taken by the Board.
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Westwood’s Subdivision – Preliminary Plan – Route 562.


September 10 Township requested confirmation of active plan from 
Douglass Township.  November 11, 2009 Manager Conrad spoke with the 
owner and his attorney and they confirmed that the plan is still active.  They 
are working with Douglas-Berks to address various issues.  The review 
period for the plan is to expire on March 29, 2010.  No action was taken by 
the Board.

Mest Subdivision – Preliminary – Township Line Road.


The review period for the plan was continuous.  The plan was tabled by the 
Planning Commission on 5/18/07.  September 14th, 2009 Solicitor Karver sent 
notification to owner and developer that plan must be completed then 
approved by the Commissioners by December 31, 2009 or it will be formally 
rejected by the Township.  No communication received.  January 4, 2010 the 
Board directed Solicitor Karver to prepare a Resolution for the next meeting 
to formally reject the plan.

Mildred Frey Minor Annexation – Final – 436 & 516 N. Reading Avenue


No communication received; no action was taken by the Board.


Boyertown Foundry Building Expansion – Final Plan


No communication received; no action was taken by the Board.


Reitnauer/Staton Annexation - Final - #614 & #618 North Reading Avenue


September 15, 2009 Aston Surveyors submitted a minor subdivision plan. 
October 7 & 9 applicant notified of approved conditional waiver of engineering 
review.  October 15 received BCPC review.  January 6, 2010 Township 
received revised signed plans and legal descriptions.  These were forward to 
Engineer Sartor and Solicitor Karver.  Manager Conrad informed the Board 
that the plans now have setback lines and the plan will be put before the 
Planning Commission for approval then brought back to the Board for their 
approval and signatures.  No action was taken by the Board.
