MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 1, 2010
MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

Prior to the regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of Colebrookdale Township a work session was held beginning at 7:00 PM.  President Gamler called the work session to begin and Manager Conrad introduced Robert Schoenen, Structural Engineer with STV Inc. to discuss their proposal for bridge repairs.

STV, Inc. submitted a proposal in May 2009 to repair two Township bridges over Ironstone Creek, a T-beam bridge and an arch bridge.  Mr. Schoenen confirmed for the Board that the estimate from May 2009 remains the same at a cost of $46,152.00 to repair both bridges.
The Commissioners discussed budgeted funds, preparation of the bids, inspection visits and timetables.  Mr. Schoenen said he believed bids would be ready by May or June and construction could begin in late summer.  The total time to complete the work would be approximately 2-3 months.  The Board informed Mr. Schoenen they will discuss the project during the regular meeting and have Manager Conrad contact him the next day.
The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of Colebrookdale Township was held on the above date at the Township Building.  The meeting was called to order by President Todd Gamler at 7:55 p.m. with all present joining in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

The following Commissioners were present: Todd Gamler (President), William Spade (Vice President), Thomas Herb, Linwood Bartman and Tom Reidnauer.  Also present were Township Manager Cindy Conrad, Township CEO/Zoning Officer Allen Stauffer, Roadmaster Bruce Sands, Township Secretary Jeannie DiSante, Township Solicitor Jeffrey Karver, and Township Engineer John Sartor.
EXECUTIVE SESSION
President Gamler announced that after the work session the Board met in Execution Session with Manager Conrad, Solicitor Karver and Chief Schott to discuss several personnel issues.

Eleven motor vehicle accidents were investigated and 5,782 miles were patrolled during January 2010.  There were no questions on the report from the Commissioners.
Chief Schott informed the Commissioners that he will be out of town 2/7 through 2/11 and Sgt. Viola will be the Officer in Charge.

Chief Schott requested approval to hire Officer Randy Graber for a part-time position.  Officer Graber has all the required certifications.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Thomas Herb to approve hiring Randy Graber for a part-time position at the rate stated in the Township Fee Schedule.  Motion carried.

Chief Schott informed the Board that after researching the Vehicle Code he found the Department can only charge $15.00 per accident report.  He asked that the approved fee schedule be changed to reflect this fee.  Manager Conrad will make the necessary changes for both accident and incident report fees.
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Concerning the parking issue on Village Drive Chief Schott and Roadmaster Sands discussed the best solution and recommend the Board votes to restrict parking on both sides of the Drive.  Manager Conrad noted that it must be approved for a 90-day trial period first then the Traffic Ordinance will need to be amended to make it permanent.  Motion by Tom Reidnauer and seconded by William Spade to rescind the motion from the last Township meeting to restrict parking on one side of Village Drive.  Motion carried.
Attorney Karver will prepare a new resolution to restrict parking on both sides of Village Drive on a 90-day trial beginning March 1, 2010.  Manager Conrad suggested a copy of that resolution be sent to the Home Owner’s Association informing them of the date and change to the parking regulations.

Chief Schott requested approval of overtime hours for Secretary LaBudie.  Motion by Tom Reidnauer and seconded by Thomas Herb to authorize Chief Schott to allow Secretary LaBudie to work up to twenty (20) hours of overtime to work on expunging records, with the funds coming out of police overtime budget.  Motion carried.
Chief Schott requested permission to allow Officer Harootunian to attend the 2010 Eastern Labor Seminar at the cost of $60.00.  Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by William Spade to approve Officer Harootunian attending the seminar as requested.  Motion carried.
ROAD MASTER’S REPORT

Nothing at this time.
CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER’S REPORT

CEO Stauffer had nothing to submit at this time although He noted that all the vehicles have been removed from Mr. Rhoads’ Rte. 100 property.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT

Solicitor Karver reminded the Commissioners that February 16, 2010 is the court date to address the Curtis Rader complaint.
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ENGINEER’S REPORT

Engineer Sartor submitted the January 2010 Engineer’s Report.  There were no comments.  He also informed the Board that All-County has encountered a problem on the Grace Independence Baptist Church project concerning the discovery of an 18” HDPE pipe in the location of the proposed driveway.  The Board discussed possible solutions and a design calculation waiver with Engineer Sartor.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Thomas Herb to require All-County to submit a revised plan to be reviewed by Gilmore & Associates and grant a waiver of the storm water calculation.  Motion carried.  Engineer Sartor thanked the Board and said he will submit a recommendation to the Board upon completion of the review.
COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT

Nothing submitted at this time.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Manager Conrad submitted the Liquid Fuels year-end report to the Commissioners to review and noted there were no findings.
Manager Conrad requested approval of Resolution 02-01-10 which creates a Joint Municipal Planning Commission and appoints the following people to serve on the Commission:  William Spade for an initial term of two (2) years, Ralph Vitelli for an initial term of three (3) years and Gretchen Lea for an initial term of four (4) years.  Upon expiration of each initial term, each new appointment or reappointment should be for a four (4) year term.  Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by Thomas Herb to adopt Resolution #02-01-10 The Creation of a Joint Municipal Planning Commission.  Motion carried.
Manager Conrad informed the Board that she discussed with the auditor the loans and rates on the Township’s bank accounts.  She would like to investigate better rates with other institutions and will set up a meeting with a representative from National Penn Bank to also discuss the issue of rates.
Concerning the bridge repair proposal discussed in the work session, motion by Tom Reidnauer and seconded by Linwood Bartman to accept the proposal, Attachment A, authorizing from STV, Inc. to begin the process of preparing the bids not to exceed $46,152.00.  Motion carried.

President Gamler noted that the January 2010 Report was submitted by Allied Waste Services.
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Joint Zoning Ordinance Committee

CEO Stauffer informed the Board that a Public Meeting was held January 28th at the Township building.  Without a quorum of Colebrookdale Members a work session meeting took place with mostly Pike Township Planning Commission Members and newly appointed Joint Zoning Commission Members discussing their issues.  There will be another Public Meeting advertised for February 25th, 2010 at 7:00 PM at Colebrookdale Township.

Spring Creek Commons Subdivision – Preliminary – Spring Garden Drive

September 10 Township requested confirmation of active plan from 
Douglass Township.  November 11, 2009 Manager Conrad spoke with the 
owner and his attorney and they confirmed that the plan is still active.  They 
are working with Douglas-Berks to address various issues.  The review 
period for the plan is to expire on March 29, 2010.  No action was taken by 
the Board.

October 7 & 9 applicant notified of approved conditional waiver of engineering 
review.  October 15 received BCPC review.  January 6, 2010 Township 
received revised signed plans and legal descriptions.  The Township received 
the Legal Description review from Gilmore and Associated on January 22, 
2010.  Manager Conrad submitted the revised plans to the Board showing 
where the setback lines in the alley were now in place on the plans.  
Motion by William Spade and seconded by Linwood Bartman to approve 
and sign the revised plans.  Motion carried.
