The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of Colebrookdale Township was held on the above date at the Township Building.  The meeting was called to order by President Todd Gamler at 7:30 PM with all present joining in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

The following Commissioners were present: Todd Gamler (President), Thomas Herb and Linwood Bartman.  William Spade (Vice President) as absent.  Tom Reidnauer arrived at 8:08 PM.  Also present were Township Manager Cindy Conrad, Township CEO/Zoning Officer Allen Stauffer, Township Secretary Jeannie DiSante, Township Treasurer/Tax Collector Joan Herb, Township Police Chief Christopher Schott and Township Solicitor Jeffrey Karver.  Township Engineer John Sartor was absent.

MINUTES

Motion by Thomas Herb and seconded by Linwood Bartman to approve the minutes of the February 1, 2010 Board of Commissioners’ Meeting.  Motion carried.
REPORTS

Treasurer Herb submitted the January Treasurer’s Report of Balance Sheets and Trial balances.  There were no comments from the Board.

President Gamler made note of the Customer Balance Summary and the Deposit Detail Report then read the bills list as follows:

Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by Thomas Herb to pay the listed bills from the funds mentioned above.  Motion carried.  President Gamler noted the submission of the Profit & Loss Budget vs. Actual statements.  The Statements are available to the public for review.

POLICE REPORT

Chief Schott requested permission for himself and Secretary LaBudie to attend a Users Conference April 15, 2010 through Metro Technology Services, Inc. The cost is $85.00 per person and is held at PSU Great Valley.  Motion by Thomas Herb and seconded by Linwood Bartman to approve attendance at the conference as requested.  Motion carried.
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President Gamler asked Chief Schott for a report on the meeting with the Bechtelsville Police Department.  Chief Schott said the meeting was canceled and rescheduled for the 17th.  He will have a report for the Board at the next meeting.

ROAD MASTER’S REPORT

President Gamler complemented the road crew and CEO Stauffer for the great job they did handling the back-to-back snowstorms this past week.  He commented that the Township has numerous hills that require much work to clear and keep open for the residents. 

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER’S REPORT

CEO Stauffer submitted one building permit application from Crown Castle International to install a cell tower at MSQ on existing pole along with an equipment pad.
CEO Stauffer told the Board that Lloyd Wary requested a permit to hold a carnival at their engine room April 22-24.  CEO Stauffer explained there is no permit required; he asked however that there be adequate fire police coverage for traffic control.  There will also be junk cars on-site used for fire and rescue demonstrations.
Concerning the recent two snowstorms CEO Stauffer informed the Board that he will be inspecting sidewalks to see that they have been cleared and will leave door hanger notifications where needed.  There was a discussion of repeat offenders who do not clear their walks.  Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by Thomas Herb to authorize CEO Stauffer to issue a citation if a sidewalk has not been cleared after one warning.  Motion carried.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT

Solicitor Karver informed the Commissioners that the February 16, 2010 court date to address the Curtis Rader complaint was postponed to allow a different Judge to review the case.
Solicitor Karver submitted for approval Resolution 02-02-10, the resolution adopting a no-parking zone on the Township portion of Village Drive for a period of 90 days.   Motion by Thomas Herb and seconded by Linwood Bartman to adopt Resolution #02-02-10 Approving Experimental No Parking Zone along Village Drive.  Motion carried.

COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT

Nothing submitted at this time.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Manager Conrad submitted a report received from Signal Service, Inc. in which they summarized their preventive maintenance and relamping for the contract year.  She noted that due to the massive snow removal this past week Road Master Sands has not had time to review the report.  The road crew can possibly take care of some of the recommended traffic safety items listed such as repainting road markings.
Manager Conrad submitted a draft of the Financial Report received from Barbara Akins.  The audit was completed on February 2, 2010.  The Commissioners reviewed the report and the consensus was to have Manager Conrad tell Ms. Akins to finalize the report.
A letter was received from PennDOT advising of a pre-construction meeting scheduled for February 16, 2010 concerning curb/ramp installations on various state roads in Berks County.  A copy was given to the Roadmaster.

Manager Conrad submitted an email received from the Montgomery County Planning Commission regarding the Strategic Transit Plan.  They submitted flyers announcing an Open House to be held on February 24, 2010 between 5:00 and 8:00 PM at the Marlborough Elementary School and asked that they be posted in the Township building and on the Township website.
Manager Conrad submitted an email from National Penn Bank concerning the rates being earned on current money market funds.  The Board discussed the issues.  Manager Conrad will contact other banking institutes for rates and will submit a report at the next meeting.

No action was taken by 
the Board.
