President Gamler announced that prior to the meeting the Board met in Execution Session with Manager Conrad, Chief Schott and Solicitor Karver to discuss several personnel issues.

Ten motor vehicle accidents were investigated and 4,788 miles were patrolled during February 2010.  There were no questions on the report from the Commissioners.

Chief Schott requested approval to send Detective David Guida to a training seminar sponsored by MAGLOCLEN.  The fee is $125.00.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Tom Reidnauer to approve the above request from Chief Schott.  Motion carried.
Chief Schott informed the Board that he will be out of town from March 5 through March 7 and Sgt. Viola will be the Officer in charge to answer any questions and handle police business.

There was a request and discussions concerning a way to adjust the heat down in the room where the Officers work while not making the Secretary’s and Chief’s offices cold.  The Commissioners agreed to have work done on balancing the three heating units, ductwork, circulators and change out the thermostats to digital unit.
ROAD MASTER’S REPORT

Manager Conrad informed the Board that during the last snowstorm one of the Township snowplow trucks, while plowing, was hit by a truck driven by a resident that was also plowing.  It was a hit and run; the police were called and said it was a non-reportable accident.  The Roadmaster is getting an estimate on the damage and it will then be decided if it should be reported to the insurance company.

Manager Conrad informed the Board that she filed the On-lot Sewage Disposal Program Annual Report that Roadmaster Sands completed.  There is no reimbursement due the Township.

Solicitor Karver informed the Commissioners the date for the Stuart & Conti case is the end of March.  He will have a letter for the next meeting indicating the confirmed date.  Solicitor Karver asked that Manager Conrad and CEO Stauffer testify on behalf of the Township.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Engineer Sartor submitted the Certification of Completion for Escrow Release No. 1 for Grace Independent Baptist Church as recommended for approval by Gilmore & Associates.  Motion by Tom Reidnauer and seconded by Linwood Bartman to approve the release of $11,970.00 of Grace Independent Baptist Church escrow funds.  Motion carried.
Engineer Sartor submitted the Engineer’s report for February 2010.  There were no comments.  He also submitted a memo from Berks County noting they will be finishing the Phase 1 Act 167 for the Manatawny creek.
COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT

Nothing submitted at this time.

MANAGER’S REPORT

Manager Conrad submitted the final completed Financial Report from Barbara Akins from the audit completed on February 2, 2010.  It has been advertised and filed with DCED.
Concerning the letter from Signal Service on the traffic safety issues that need to be addressed at WalMart, Manager Conrad met with the WalMart Manager and gave her a copy of the letter.  The Manager said their Maintenance Department will take care of the items listed in the letter.  Manager Conrad will follow up to see that they are completed.  She also noted that Roadmaster Sands will do the line painting and she will call Signal Service to take care of repairs and timing of the light at Township Line Road.  President Gamler asked that Signal Service be called after WalMart finishes their repairs.
Manager Conrad submitted an email from the Berks Tax Collection Committee (TCC) noting the next meeting on March 16th at 6:30 pm at the Reading Country Club.  She will be attending and the Committee will be voting on the bylaws.  Solicitor Karver is reviewing the bylaws.

Motion by William Spade 
and seconded by Linwood Bartman to approve a request from the 
applicant for a waiver of time for review until June 29, 2010.  Motion 
carried.
