MINUTES OF JUNE 21, 2010
MEETING OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of Colebrookdale Township was held on the above date at the Township Building.  The meeting was called to order by President Todd Gamler at 7:30 PM with all present joining in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

The following Commissioners were present: Todd Gamler (President), Thomas Herb and Linwood Bartman.   Commissioners William Spade (Vice President) and Tom Reidnauer were absent.  Also present were Township Manager Cindy Conrad, Township CEO/Zoning Officer Allen Stauffer, Township Treasurer/Tax Collector Joan Herb, Township Solicitor Jeffrey Karver, Township Engineer John Sartor, Engineer Mary Lou Lowrie and Police Chief Chris Schott.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Roger Lehman and David Babb from Boyertown Ambulance addressed the Board and submitted a quarterly municipal report.  They explained their mission statement noting their coverage area and their aim of keeping the municipalities informed of their services on a quarterly basis.

Motion by Thomas Herb and seconded by President Gamler to approve the minutes of the June 7, 2010 Board of Commissioners’ Meeting.  Motion carried.
REPORTS

Treasurer Joan Herb submitted for review the May 2010 Treasurer’s Report of Balance Sheets and Trial balances.  There were no comments from the Board.

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POLICE REPORT

The Township received a request from Hot Rodz Total Biker Inc. requesting approval to close a 
portion of Madison Street on July 10, 2010 for Boyertown Bike Night from 4-10 PM.  Motion by Thomas Herb and seconded by Linwood Bartman to authorize Chief Schott to close Madison Street as requested.  Motion carried.
Chief Schott requested permission to send Corporal Babb to a Police Supervisory In-Service Training class September 27 to October 1, 2010 at a cost of $620.00.  It will be held in Telford, PA.  President Gamler asked if the budget will support this and Manager Conrad said it would.  Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by Thomas Herb to authorize Chief Schott to have Corporal Babb enroll in the class as requested.  Motion carried.
Chief Schott requested permission to place an order for a new police vehicle.  Vehicle #3 has the most mileage, the air conditioning is not working and it needs other work.  The Board discussed other options and directed Chief Schott to have the unmarked 2001 vehicle lettered and move the light bar onto it from vehicle #3.  President Gamler asked Chief Schott to give the paperwork for a new vehicle to Manager Conrad to keep on file for future reference.
ROAD MASTER’S REPORT

Manager Conrad informed the Board that today the Township opened the bids for the 2010/2011 Seasonal Requirements at 11:00 AM and the bids for the Road Projects at 1:00 PM.  She recommended all bids be accepted subject to Solicitor Karver’s review of all documents.  Solicitor Karver noted he reviewed all the bids and there were problems with three submissions. Concerning the ‘letter of no objection’ the Commissioners authorized be sent to the Zoning Hearing Board for an upcoming variance Hearing, Commissioner Bartman asked for clarification on the number of horses that will be allowed if the variance is approved.  Zoning Officer Stauffer confirmed that only two horses will ever be allowed and the Zoning Hearing Board will make that clear at the hearing.

The Commissioners discussed the letter and revisions, asking Engineer Sartor to send a final draft copy to Manager Conrad, CEO Stauffer and Solicitor Karver.
Engineer Sartor submitted his As-Built Plan, First review for Fred Beans Ford noting he is in touch with their engineer on a couple of details.

Manager Conrad submitted a review received from Berks County Planning Commission of the proposed Joint Zoning Ordinance and SALDO Amendments.  Their review included numerous comments and suggestions.  Manager Conrad requested direction on whether or not to advertise a Public Hearing noting that she observed Pike Township posted their public hearing on each road into and out of their municipality.  Mr. Schmehl has not yet submitted a sample advertisement nor informed the Township that the roads must be posted.  Manager Conrad spoke with Boyertown officials and was informed their Solicitor is handling the process for them.
The Board asked Manager Conrad to find out where Boyertown Borough and Pike Township are in addressing the comments from the County and advised her not to advertise a hearing until there are more answers.

Manager Conrad requested approval to submit the Community Block Grant application for funding of ADA Compliant Curb Ramps and Cuts on Estate Road, Eisenhower Drive, Popodickon Drive and Village Drive.  Motion by Thomas Herb and seconded by Linwood Bartman to authorize Manager Conrad to submit the application as stated.  Motion carried.
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Manager Conrad submitted copies of the PA DEP GP-11 permit applications for the South Ironstone Arch Bridge and the South Ironstone T-Beam Bridge repairs from STV Inc.  There were no comments from the Board.
