MINUTES OF AUGUST 2, 2010
MEETING OF BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of Colebrookdale Township was held on the above date at the Township Building.  The meeting was called to order by President Todd Gamler at 7:30 PM with all present joining in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

The following Commissioners were present: Todd Gamler (President), William Spade (Vice President), Thomas Herb, Linwood Bartman and Tom Reidnauer.   Also present were Township Manager Cindy Conrad, Township CEO/Zoning Officer Allen Stauffer, Solicitor Jeffrey Karver, Township Engineer John Sartor and Police Chief Christopher Schott.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

David Babb from Boyertown Ambulance addressed the Board and submitted the fiscal year-end municipal report.  
Mr. Henry Stetler, Route 100 North, addressed the Board with a question as to why he received a letter instructing him to remove two trucks he has for sale on his property.  CEO Stauffer said he realized after sending the letter that Mr. Stetler was within his rights to sell his trucks on his property.  The issue began with a concern Mr. Maloney of Fred Beans Ford has about the trucks parked in an area between his two properties.  CEO Stauffer stated there is no violation nor are permits needed by Mr. Stetler in order to sell his vehicles.  He added this is an issue that must be dealt with between property owners, not through the Township.  Mr. Stetler stated he has been a good neighbor to Fred Beans Ford and asks the same consideration.
MINUTES

Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by Thomas Herb to approve the June 21, 2010 Board of Commissioners’ Meeting minutes.  Motion carried.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Tom Reidnauer to approve the July 19, 2010 Board of Commissioners’ Meeting minutes.  Motion carried.  
REPORTS

President Gamler noted the Customer Balance Summary asking if the Township has received payment, as agreed, from Stewart and Conti.  Manager Conrad said no.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Thomas Herb to authorize Solicitor Karver to send a registered letter to Stewart and Conti reminding them of the agreement for monthly payments on their account.  Motion carried.  President Gamler read the bills list as follows:

Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by Thomas Herb to pay the listed bills from the funds mentioned above.  Motion carried.  President Gamler noted the submission of the Profit & Loss Budget vs. Actual statements.  The Statements are available to the public for review.

POLICE REPORT

Chief Schott informed the Board the monthly status report will be submitted at their next meeting.

Chief Schott requested approval to allow Secretary LaBudie to work Secretary Peifer’s hours while Secretary Peifer is on vacation August 6th through 13th.  A total of twelve hours need to be covered.  The Commissioner’s discussed compensation.  A motion by William Spade and seconded by Tom Herb to authorize Secretary LaBudie to work twelve hours, compensatory time and one-half for a total of eighteen hours compensatory time.  Motion carried.
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President Gamler informed the Board that he, Commissioner Spade and Manager Conrad had a meeting with the Bechtelsville Councilman Rohrbach and they are pleased with the Township Police services provided to the Borough.

ROAD MASTER’S REPORT

The Township received a letter and agreement from PennDOT requesting approval and execution of a new five-year Winter Municipal Agreement as the current one has expired.  Motion by Linwood Bartman seconded by Tom Reidnauer to approve Township RESOLUTION #08-01-10 PennDOT 5-YEAR WINTER MUNICIPAL AGREEMENT and execute PennDOT Agreement #051994.  Motion carried.
CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER’S REPORT

CEO Stauffer submitted the following permit applications for approval:


- Innovative Machining Technology, 8 Rowell Road – remove and construct a 300 sq. ft.  
    
  addition to an existing building.


- James & Dawn Callahan, 62 Villa Avenue – install a basement egress


- George Davidheiser, 982 W. Philadelphia Avenue – construct a 26’ x 30’ 2-car garage
CEO Stauffer asked for approval to lift the burning ban that has been in effect since July 1st.  Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by William Spade to lift the burning ban and authorize CEO Stauffer to immediately post this information on the Township sign.  Motion carried.

SEO REPORT

There was no report submitted at this time.
PLUMBING INSPECTOR’S REPORT

There was no report submitted at this time.
SOLICITOR’S REPORT

Pursuant to instructions from the Board, Solicitor Karver submitted a copy of the letter sent to Stewart & Conti informing them the Commissioners agreed to allow the financial security to lapse on the Colebrookdale Woods Subdivision.  The Township also received a registered letter from Bank of America as notice they will not extend Stewart & Conti’s Letter of Credit when it expires on September 10, 2010.  Solicitor Karver informed the Board he prepared and sent an agreement to Stewart and Conti.
Solicitor Karver noted he will be on vacation beginning August 3rd, will not attend the next Commissioner’s meeting however, Attorney Doll is up to speed on the current Township issues and will attend the next meeting.

Manager Conrad informed the Board of a call to the Township office with a request for information for a home burial in the Township.  The caller would not give any information other than his phone number.  She passed the request onto Solicitor Karver.  Solicitor Karver explained he researched state law and found burial must be in a permitted burial ground not a private home property.  He also discussed the issue with the funeral director from Ott’s Funeral Home who state the same caller has contacted them for advice and service.

Solicitor Karver informed the Board that in the Rader case the Township won the judgment for the full amount of Attorney’s fees.  Mr. Rader has 30 days to appeal. 
ENGINEER’S REPORT

Engineer Sartor submitted the Engineer’s Report for July 2010.  There were no comments from the Board.  He also submitted the First Review of the Fred Bean’s Ford As-Built Plan Stormwater Calculation and noted everything is in order.
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COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT
Commissioner Bartman asked CEO Stauffer if he would look into the numerous small contractor signs left on properties throughout the Township.
MANAGER’S REPORT
At the request of the Commissioners, Manager Conrad submitted for review Curfew Ordinance #9-99.  

Commissioner Bartman would like the age noted in Section 1(B) raised to 18.  He would also like a letter sent to residents to inform them of this change.  The Board agreed to keep the review period at 18 months.  Motion by Linwood Bartman and seconded by Tom Herb to change the age in Section 1(B) to 18 and authorize Solicitor Karver to advertise the ordinance.  Motion carried.  Manager Conrad said a notice can also be posted on the website.
Manager Conrad submitted an email from Joan Hannevig of Gerhart, Hartman and Ritner requesting acceptance or refusal of two medical coverage options in the new contract.  The Board concurred not to take the options.  Ms. Hannevig also requested a letter stating the Township’s decision to decline the $500.00 medical coverage study.  The Board asked Manager Conrad to send the letter.
Manager Conrad informed the Board she and CEO Stauffer, Engineer Lowrie and Attorney Doll attended a meeting with the Montgomery Township Consortium to discuss the PA Stormwater Coalition who is addressing the many costly MS4 proposed regulations.  Attorney Doll will put together a report for the Commissioners.  If interested, an intergovernmental agreement will be prepared.
Manager Conrad submitted a memo and punch list concerning the Fred Beans Ford construction escrow.  The Board discussed with Engineer Sartor the items listed and concerns from Keith Leonard of Hollenbach Construction.  Engineer Sartor will contact Mr. Leonard the next day.
On July 30th the Board, by phone gave approval for fire police assistance at the request from Liberty Fire Company for the Bike Night event at Gilbertsville EMS scheduled for July 31, 2010.  Motion by William Spade and seconded by Tom Herb to ratify the approval.  Motion carried.
Manager Conrad submitted for review the draft of the new Township Community Map.  She will check the text for errors or omissions and return it to the publisher for a final draft.
COMMITTEE REPORTS
President Gamler noted the submission of the July 2010 Recycling Report from Allied Waste Service.  He also noted a letter submitted from the Maidencreek Township Board of Supervisors commenting on their concern about the future cost of earned income tax collection in the County with a reference to PA House Bill #2412 and the weighted vote system.
OLD BUSINESS
Joint Zoning Ordinance
Charlie Schmehl submitted an email asking for dates of the public hearings scheduled by Borough of Boyertown and Colebrookdale Township.  Manager Conrad reminded the Commissioners that the Township has not yet advertised a public hearing.  Also Pat Spaide told Manager Conrad that she has not received a review letter from Berks County Planning Commission and therefore has not advertised a public hearing.
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SUBDIVISIONS
No correspondence was received since July 19, 2010.


Hercker/Franklin Minor Subdivision - Sketch - Franklin Road


June 28, 2010 received sketch plan and application from All County & Associates.  July 15 
CTPC accepted and reviewed then tabled plan until PC meeting 8/19/10.  The Board 
discussed a Township policy requiring that this plan needs to be re-submitted as a ‘major’ 
subdivision plan due to a prior subdivision of the property.  Solicitor Karver suggested the 
developer request a waiver of the longstanding Township policy of submitting a ‘major’ 
subdivision plan and re-submit a final plan.  No action was taken at this time.


Spring Creek Commons Subdivision – Preliminary – Spring Garden Drive


July 22, 2009 received response letter from the Borough of Boyertown.  July 30 received 
response letter from BMMA.  August 3rd received review letter from BC Planning 
Commission.  August 24th received first review from G&A and Sanitary Sewer review 
from SDE, Inc.  The review period for the plan is 
to expire on September 7, 2010.  No action 
was taken by the Board.


Colebrookdale Woods Development – State Route 73

September 10, 2009 Township sent letter to owner and developer requesting payment of 
invoices and notification that reviews are discontinued until payment received.  October 1 
received letter from BMMA concerning Surety Bonds.  July 23, 2010 Township received a 
registered letter from Bank of America as notice they will not extend the Letter of Credit 
when it expires on September 10, 2010.  No action was taken by the Board.


Westwood’s Subdivision – Preliminary Plan – Route 562.


September 10 Township requested confirmation of active plan from Douglass Township.  
November 11, 2009 the owner and his attorney confirmed they are working with Douglas-
Berks to address various issues.  The review period for the plan is to expire on December 29, 
2010.  No action was taken by the Board.
