Subdivision Plan Status

Reitnauer/Staton – Annexation - #614 & #618 North Reading Avenue
September 15, 2009 Aston Surveyors submitted a minor subdivision plan along with an engineering review waiver request.  September 21 Commissioners approved conditional waiver of engineering review.  October 15th received BC Planning Commission review letter.  January 6, 2010 Township received revised signed plans and legal descriptions.  Motion by Gretchen Lea and seconded by Abigail Burger to approve and sign the revised plans.  Motion carried. 

Spring Creek Commons Subdivision – Preliminary – Spring Garden Drive and Township Line Road
July 1, 2009 All-County submitted plans for 11-lot commercial/industrial subdivision along with a waiver request letter to the Township.  August 24 the Township received the first review from Gilmore & Associates and a Sanitary Sewer review from Systems Design Engineers, Inc.  October 29 the Transportation Committee submitted recommendation letter.  The review period for the plan is to expire June 8, 2010.  No action was taken at this time.
Westwood’s Subdivision – Preliminary Plan – Route 562

Manager Conrad submitted a memo informing the Members she spoke with the owner and his attorney and they confirmed that the plan is still active.  They are working with Douglas-Berks to address various issues.  The review period for the plan is to expire March 29, 2010.  No action was taken at this time.
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Mest Subdivision – Preliminary – Township Line Road.
The review period for the plan is continuous.  The plan was tabled by the Planning 
Commission on 5/18/07.  September 14th, 2009 Solicitor Karver sent notification to owner and developer that the plan must be completed then approved by the Commissioners by December 31, 2009 or the Township will formally reject it.  No response was received.  Manager Conrad informed the Planning Commission Members this plan was formally rejected, by motion, at the Board of Commissioners meeting on January 18, 2010.  The plan can be removed from the Member’s books.
